The Parties agree to discuss the creation and
development of joint education programmes
in those areas in which they have mutual
interests.

Article 4.
The Parties agree to discuss the promotion
and development of a direct cooperation

between the Parties’ programmes which will
lead to setting up suitable progression links
for students.

Article 5.
Each area of collaboration listed in Article 1
maybe subject to a separate agreement.

Article 6.

The terms set out in the Articles 1-4 of this
Memorandum are only an expression of the
current intention of the Parties and are not
intended to be legally binding or to give rise
to any other rights or obligations.

Article 7.

Each Party undertakes to respect the
confidentiality of the other Party’s
confidential information. FEach Party is to
treat all confidential information owned by the
other Party which is specifically designated as
confidential information in writing as
confidential, and shall not disclose or permit
the same to be disclosed to a third party
