1. Fields of Cooperation

2.2.  To carry out joint work on the unification of educational programs.
2.3.  To carry out joint projects on the software development.
2.4.  To do joint researches.

3. Information Exchange
The parties shall exchange information about educational activities, scientific conferences,
symposiums, and projects organized or held by each partner.

4. Financing
The parties shall search and cooperate in seeking external funding to support joint programs
and projects.

5. Coordination of Work
The parties shall exchange their delegations to coordinate interuniversity educational,
research and cultural programs.
